This masterpiece , an interpretation of  da Vinciõs òThe 

Last Supperó took over 2 Ĳ years to complete.  (He was also working 

full time as a dentist during this process!)  The quilt is 9 feet high and 

17 feet wide and was quilted by Linda Taylor.  He will share his jour-

ney in creating this wonderful quilt ð only the second quilt he ever 

made!  Along with the Supper Quilt, Dr. Don will be bringing a collec-

tion of antique and not so antique quilts.  



Our speaker for September 

will be award winning quilter, 

Paula Platter, of Mead, Okla-

homa.  As a former math pro-

fessor, she was intrigued by 

quilting after being drawn 

into it by her daughter, Candy 

Horsley.
