òSEWó MUCH FUN                         by Judy Yunkers 
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Hello, everyone.  Our last guild meeting was great with Lynn Roddy Brown as our speaker and 

she did a wonderful workshop afterwards.  There were 21 quilters taking the class and we all 

had a great time and learned a lot.  She told us all about several block swaps she'd done with 

online groups and that got us really interested in doing another block swap.  After asking sev-

eral friends opinions I decided to swap 9 -patch blocks (scrappy) that will measure 6.5 inches un-

finished.  These will be done with lights and darks and there should be good contrast between 

the two.  We'll use the X design, which means that the dark squares will be on each corner and 

in the middle and the lights will be between those. Since most people who use nine patch blocks 

use them in a checkerboard pattern, we'll be doing the 9 -patch block with the "O" design on our 

next swap.   Please be sure that your seam allowances are consistently 1/4 inch, that you trim 

all your threads and square up all your blocks.  If the seam allowances aren't correct, the block 

size will be wrong and we won't be able to swap them because they won't fit with others.  Each 

block should measure 6 1/2 inches square unfinished.  We'll do these in sets of 12, as usual, but 

please do as many sets as you'd like to swap.  These are really simple blocks, but they can make 

a striking statement in our quilts.  All of your blocks can be the same within the set, but it 

would be better if they are all different so we get lots of variety for our scrappy look.  Please 

place each set in a ziploc bag with your name on the front and bring them to the March guild 

meeting.
