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J0SEW6 MUCH FUN by Judy Yunkers
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Hello quilters!

Well here we are at the end of another month and we just had another nice meeting last week.
We even gained 10 more new members and we welcome all of you and hope that you'll join in
with some of our activities. Last month we did a swap of red and white fabric squares, mostly
as a way to add more variety to our stashes, and this month we're doing a nine  -patch block
swap. These blocks will be 6.5 inches unfinished and will be scrappy. Please choose lights and
darks so there will be lots of contrast. We'll cut each 2.5 inches square ( or strip piece them )
and sew them together so that the darks are on the outsides and in the middle of the block
( This is called an "X" design ). Make them in sets of 12, either all alike or all different and
make as many sets as you'd like. Place them in a ziploc bag and write your name of the bag.
Bring them to our next meeting on March 19 and turn them in to me and I'll return them at the
April meeting. The next swap we'll do will be made the same way, but will be in the "0" design
so that it would be possible to combine the blocks from both swaps to form a checkerboard de-
sign. There are lots of ways to set these blocks, and just as an example, | plan to make a split
nine -patch with mine. Please use quilt shop quality fabrics, accurate seam allowances, and
square up your blocks. It's very important that they measure 6.5 inches when you turn them in

to me.
